History of Palm House 

Liverpool millionaire Henry Yates Thompson gifted 

£ 10,000 to the city to  build Palm House. 

Palm House first opened in 1896. 

The  building measures 

1 2 3 4

82 feet high. 

By the 1980's Palm House had become unsafe and closed.   

A campaign began to save Palm House and in 1997 

1997
a grant 

from the Heritage Lottery fund made restoration work possible. 

Palm House re-opened 6th September 2001. 



The Restoration 

Restoration work cost £ 2.5 000 000 

Gardeners removed palm trees and exotic plants. 

 

One palm tree called Olive was too big to move and 

stayed wrapped in the  building protected with scaffolding.  

It is thought that the palm tree is 100 years old. 

Most sections of the  building were taken for cleaning and

five coats of protective paint.
